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For over 30 years, The Center of Long Beach has been a central force and cultural hub for the
LGBTIQ community in Southern California. As part of its current renaissance, The Center of Long
Beach continues this tradition with “QSpeak” a lecture series that features university scholars,
activists, artists, and public figures in the LGBTIQ community once a month throughout 2011.
“QSpeak” will host academic talks, interviews and ethnographies on queer studies, art, culture,
social justice, and history and become a venue for open discussion to a broad and diverse
audience in Southern California. “QSpeak” seeks to inspire, educate, challenge, and entertain its
audience and aspires to re-energize the collective consciousness of the LGBTIQ community and

their allies so that we may envision a future where there are spaces for everyone to exist and thrive.

March 26th - Dr. Judith Halberstam

from the Long Beach community.
